Local News 17 Winnersh Triangle

Winnersh Triangle is moving into the 21% Century with a
massive programme of renewal and redevelopment. The
new facilities will deliver an increase in the number of
people who will be employed at the business units. The
new hotel is scheduled for opening in April 2010 and will
house a gym, shop and restaurant open to non-residents.

Associated with the redevelopment of the commercial
buildings at Winnersh Triangle are facilities that will benefit
the Winnersh community at large. Lloyds TSB operate a
fully staffed bank (pictured right) open weekdays from 9 to
5 (10 to 5 on Wednesdays) with a 24 hour cash machine. Next door, the HOO HA cafe is open from 7:30 am
to 3 pm on weekdays offering both light meals and other refreshments.
