Chairman's Update 

Winnersh held its Annual Parish Meeting on 12
th
 May and I reported that WPC has built 

on its previous year‟s work to provide a greater degree of community involvement by 
organising community events, by improving communications within the community, by 
defining longer term objectives and by working more closely with local groups to 
encourage community activity. 

The highlight of the year was the Winnersh Village Fete, the first for over 35 years.  The 
glorious weather certainly helped – but the success was due primarily to the work of the 
40+ local groups and businesses who ran stalls and performed in the arena, and to the 
1200+ people, mostly from the local community, who attended the fete.  

At Christmas we held the second “Lighting Up” event, which the Mayor kindly attended, presented awards and 
pulled the “virtual switch”.  We ran two “litter picks”, the first in October with the Winnersh NAG and the 
second last month in conjunction with the Big Tidy-Up Campaign, and we have been pleased to support other 
organisations that are taking the initiative to organise local activities. 

A new Winnersh Parish Website was launched in March, giving information about the parish, the Council and 
local organisations and events, and has been well received.  So far there have been over 600 visits and I 
would encourage you all to have a look, promote it to your neighbours and maybe even contribute!  In March 
we also agreed a Strategic Aims document to guide our longer term work and this will be regularly reviewed to 
keep us focused on practical and pragmatic measures to improve life in the parish. 

The parish continued to improve the facilities it provides with a major extension to the play equipment at the 
Bearwood Recreation Ground and completion of the Community Hall refurbishment.

Volunteers came from the Bearwood Junior Community 
Wardens, 2nd Winnersh Brownies, NAG members, Friends 
of Winnersh Meadows, Councillors and a number of 
Winnersh residents.  

60 bags of rubbish were collected from throughout the parish 
and Sainsbury‟s kindly provided refreshments at the end of 
the litter pick.  The event also raised awareness of the anti-
social behaviour of a minority of people who pay no thought 
to maintaining a pleasant environment for all of us to live in.

Community Day at Winnersh Meadows 

On Saturday 28th March over 30 volunteers drawn from Winnersh 
residents, WBC Countryside Services and staff employed in 
Winnersh Triangle undertook various tasks at “Winnersh 
Meadows”. This is the area just south of the A329(M) between 
Winnersh Triangle and Robinhood Lane which was given over for 
public use as part of the original Winnersh Triangle development.  

It is now being improved for recreational use and the first phase of 
this was a Community and Environmental Day funded by SEGRO 
(Slough Estates Group, owners of Winnersh Triangle). A 250 metre 
hedge was planted between Winnersh Meadows and the Forest 
School playing field, paths were cut back and litter cleared.  The 
Winnersh NAG and WBC have applied for a grant from the lottery 
fund that will enable further work to be undertaken in the future.   

Some interested local residents have now set up The Friends of Winnersh Meadows to help care for and 
improve the area.

Carers – Are you looking after someone? 

The Princess Royal Trust Carers Service (PRTCS) supports people of all ages who provide unpaid 
care to members of their families, friends, partners or neighbours.  This may include a wife who has 
Alzheimer‟s disease, a child with a physical or learning disability or simply someone who is 
emotionally debilitated. 

Members of the trust know that caring duties can be extremely exhausting, both physically and 
emotionally and many carers do not know that help and support is available. The Trust holds a drop-
in session in the Allnatt Pavilion at Winnersh Community Centre, Mole Road, from 10.00 to 12.00 on 
the first Tuesday morning of every month.  This service is for a trial period until August 2009. 

If you are interested in assisting those people in our community who are carers why not contact 
either the PRTCS or contact one of the many charities who shoulder this burden on behalf of the 
rest of the community.
