However considerable attention was paid to the WBC Core Strategy proposals and WPC remains very 
concerned that the infrastructure provisions do not take full account of impacts outside the Strategic 
Development Locations, in particular the traffic impacts on Winnersh.  

I have very 
much enjoyed the last three years as Chairman and I wish my successor John Wakefield every success.

Lights and bollards 
Future Roadwork: 
Following the discovery that the intersection at Winnersh 
Crossroads has been the location of a number of recent 
accidents Wokingham Borough Council has decided to 
change the layout of the road system.  The work is to 
commence on the 7th of June and last for 5 days.   
In order to avoid delays please note that during early July 
through August until the commencement of September work 
will be undertaken on the motorway bridge at the end of 
Robin Hood Lane.  This work will result in the use of traffic 
lights and road closures at the weekend.
